Forgetting The Past
http://www.worshipteamtraining.com/Devotionals.html
Today I stumbled on the passage from Isaiah 43: 15-21. It says:
 18 "Forget the former things;
       do not dwell on the past.

    19 See, I am doing a new thing!
       Now it springs up; do you not perceive it?
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       I am making a way in the wilderness
       and streams in the wasteland.

    20 The wild animals honor me,
       the jackals and the owls,
       because I provide water in the wilderness
       and streams in the wasteland,
       to give drink to my people, my chosen,

    21 the people I formed for myself
       that they may proclaim my praise.

How can we forget the former things and see the newness of God? Easy to say/read - 
hard to do. However, after reading this passage, my thoughts turned to the observation 
of water.

Water is used to nurture crops, satisfy thirst and refresh what is dry. We use water to 
wash, cook and clean as well as for transportation. In modern times, we!ve learned how 
to channel water to conduct power and energy.  

In the biblical reference, water is likened to the Holy Spirit. Water conveys re-birth, 
forgiveness and the action to renew and restore. In the Creation, water was used to 
shower the earth. It was also used to provide a boundary. In Exodus, God used water 
as a defense as well as to display His miracles.  Water provided relief and comfort to the 
Israelites and prophets.  Water is a symbol and reference of the Holy Spirit. It is used for 
baptism to signify re-birth and used by Jesus and the apostles to heal, wash and 
nourish.

The water of God!s Holy Spirit can help wash, clear and restore our eyes to see His 
work. He gives us streams in the wasteland to provide for our daily needs. He uses the 
current of water to direct our paths.

Tips For Tight Teams . . .     Sandy Hoffman 
WORSHIP GUITAR: ADJUSTMENTS & CARE
(Overcoming The Fear of the Tweak)

I. THE GUITAR TRUSS ROD
1- What does the truss rod do?
a. Raises or lowers guitar “action”
(action = height of strings off the fret board)
b. Sets guitar intonation or pitch
(by giving more or less “bend” to the strings)
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II. GUITAR ENVIRONMENTAL CONCERNS
1- Preferred humidity for guitars = 45% constant
(use a humidifier inside your guitar case-monitor it with a hygrometer)
Recommended: Planet Waves brand humidifier:
http://store.daddario.com/category/146458
2- Preferred temperature for guitars = 72 degrees constant

III. ADJUSTING THE GUITAR TRUSS ROD
1- What is the “R-L / L-R” rule?
a. Turn right to lower action and tighten truss rod
b. Turn left to raise action and loosen truss rod

2- How do I know if my truss rod needs an adjustment ?
a. Use the 1st and 15th fret method:
1- With left hand, push down first string (smallest) with first
finger in first fret
2- With right hand, push down first string with fourth finger
(pinky) in the fifteenth fret
3- Stretch right hand first finger all the way to the seventh fret
4- Repeatedly push down, then release first string with first
finger of the right hand
(there should be a slight movement as you press and release
the string)

WORSHIP GUITAR: ADJUSTMENTS & CARE
5- What tools do I need to adjust my truss rod?
(Varies with brand and model)
a. The allen wrench
(Probably a 5/32” L-shaped, ball end allen wrench
for truss rods located inside the guitar body,
or a 5/32” T-handle, ball end allen wrench for truss rods
located at the head of the guitar)
b. The socket wrench
(Probably a 1/4” screw driver type socket wrench)

Recommended truss rod resources:
1- Google “guitar truss rod adjustments”



2- Go to the website for specific brands and models

IV. EASY GUITAR CLEANING
1- Just use water, water, water (and an old T-shirt)

V. GUITAR TRAVEL CARE
1- Never put your guitar in the trunk of the car
2- Keep guitar out of direct sunlight - cover with a white sheet
3- Flying with your guitar
a. Carry your guitar on and put in front closet or overhead
b. Gate check your guitar (carry it to the gate, and hand it to the
gate attendant - they’ll carry it by hand to the cargo hold, and
bring it back to you at your destination)
c. Check your guitar as luggage
(use a high quality flight case!!)

4- Tune your guitar down about one whole step before flying
5- Keep and eye on your instrument at all times!
