Bio

Sally Morgenthaler is recognized as an innovator in Christian practices worldwide. Since 1992, she has been
pioneering worship forms that balance cultural relevance with worship faithfulness. Known best for her book,
Worship Evangelism (Zondervan, 1998), Morgenthaler became a trusted entrepreneur of postmodern culture and a
guide to the crucial shifts the North American church must make if it is to become a transforming presence within
post-Christian communities.

Morgenthaler has taught at seminaries and universities across the country, including Yale University, Asbury
Seminary, Bethel Seminary, Denver Seminary, Fuller Theological Seminary, George Fox Seminary, Gordon Conwell
Seminary, Mars Hill Graduate School, Baylor University, and Texas Christian University. She consults regularly
with publishing houses, worship industry leaders, and church architects.

Ten Worship Trends/Sally Morgenthaler

1. Technomadics.The tectonic shift from an agrarian/industrial mindset to technomadic
(Joseph Myer's work; go to this addresstp://www.facebook.com/pages/Technomadic/
59158498410?v=wall&viewas=633172960

Nearly every shift below is a result of this shift.

2. Third-Stage Worship. The shift from worship as "me and God" or even "us and God" (our
tribe) to worship as "the whole world and God", i.e., worship reconnected to all of life.

3. Worship as back-flow. Acts 42-47 taken seriously. Worship intentionally connected to life
outside the sanctuary; emerging out of a congregation's presence in the community and world,
whether in hard-space or online. The substance of worship as backflow: God's Continuing Story
(art, songs, narratives, and experiences of God's "kingdom on earth") tied to God's Written
Story.

4. Less frequency/Less "in the building."” Shift from worship as a large corporate gathering
every Sunday to once or twice a month. Worship in homes and smaller settings the other
Sundays. Or, a very encouraging trend: worship as sustained community action and authentic
presence.

5. Defranchising.Move toward the local. Intentional, dynamic contextualization. (One trend
related to this is the increasing differentiation of multi-site venues from parent venues (locally-
based and planned services.)

6. The metamorphosis of evangelical liturgy.(Related to Pastiche) The song-set-and-
preaching-with-video-added format is moving to a less compartmentalized, "tapestry-esque”
experience. Depending on the church's culture and location, the tapestry includes some mix of
the following: visuals (digital and non); tactile experiences (rituals redux); "ethos" music from
acoustic to electronica; "liturgical motifs" (reframed) such as responsive readings, creeds, written
prayers. Songs and hymns are salted into the customized mix instead of large song blocks.

7. Pastiche.Unprecedented "borrowing" between Christian traditions; technomadics applied to
religion. See Phyllis Tickle's, The Great Emergence.

8. Worship planning revolution. From top down/plug-and-play to collaborative/co-creative.
This collaboration is not only among staff, but engages the gifts and insights of the entire body.

9. Merging spiritual formation and worship. Until now, spiritual formation has been an
individualistic satellite floating in ecclesial space. This combination means worship services
geared toward intentional, incremental change; small steps toward true transformation and a
redefinition of worship outcomes: not just an information download or temporary
transcendence.
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10. Sustainability. Think economic meltdown. For the small church, budget cuts have made it
difficult to obtain worship basics. Instead of trying to become like "big church”, they are finding
ways to reinvent themselves by tapping into niche worship styles and the talent base in their
constituents. Larger churches used to hiring professional musicians for Sunday mornings and
spending freely on technology are moving to all volunteer teams and away (slowly) from hyper-
tech services.

Application:

How do we get back to the basics of worship?

- recapturing he wonder of God, the Issaih moment.

Hymns were a staple of the early churchOs worship and were handed down from Jewish
synagogue worship where they typically initiated the worship time. Hymns in New Testament
faith communities were usually longer compositions than psalms and spiritual songs, and most
often proclaimed the divine, pre-existent, Incarnate, and exalted identity of Jesus Christ.

Many of our most beloved hymns come from the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. In these
compositions, we are still getting a glimpse of Who God is in Christ, but the lyrics go beyond
reporting about GodOs Person, works, and nature to heartfelt engagement.

Early American spiritual folksongs belong to this category of Oheartfelt hymns.O Digital GlassO
OConcrete JesusO is based on the early American spiritual folk-song, OGive Me Jesus,O thought to
be African-American in origin. In this stirring tune, Jesus is lifted up as the One Who stands at

the center of all of life: when rising everyday, in times of loneliness and despair, and at the end

of lifeOs journey. In the songwriterOs mind, every earthly experience pales in the light of JesusO
overflowing love and presence.
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Suggestions for using OConcrete JesusO

The early American OGive Me JesusO, as well as this muted performance by Fernando Ortega,
portrays life in a simpler time, making it easy to dismiss it as irrelevant. It would also be easy to
make assumptions about spirituals in general: they just donOt depict life as it is in the third
millennium.

We at Digital Glass chose to take another tact: spirituals encapsulate some of the deepest human
responses to hardship, oppression, and brokenness. Rather than picturing God removed P up in
the blue sky and billowy clouds - and rather than retreating into religious jargon about Oall being
right with the world,O the writer of OGive Me JesusO simply tells it like it is: God is one hundred
percent present in the now of our lives. God indeed lives in the muck and the mire; just as
Incarnate in the concrete maze of the city as in any daffodil-laden meadow.

OConcrete JesusO is really a foil to the idea that God is only concerned with nice places, nice
people, and nice lives. It could be inserted between other hymns and praise choruses that speak
to a real-life God. OConcrete JesusO could be used as a video back-drop to baptisms, a lead-in to
a real-life story involving someone in the city; a preparation for prayer re: your cityOs needs, or a
video inspiring a time of commitment to a specific city ministry or outreach. Other ideas: use
OConcrete JesusO as an offering piece, a precursor to personal confession; a lead-in to the
congregationOs singing of the hymn, OGive Me JesusO; a pre-service meditation; or a time of
reflection before or during communion.
